1. ADDRESS CHANGE TELEPHONE SERVICE -
'CALL 543-3868 X

Change Telephone Anxwmng Servwe is avallable 24  hours a
day, seven days a week for changes of local and permanent
addresses and telephone numbers, restricting release of directory
information, and where to mail registration confirmations, ID
cards, tuition billing statements, and final grades. Students
should always leave a forwarding address with the U. S. Postal
Service whenever they move. Addresses may also be changed at
the Registration Office, window 5, second floor, Schmitz Hall.

If you have applied for financial aid, you must also report
your address change to the Office of Financial Aid.

2. CLASS ATTENDANCE GUIDELINES. To provide
enrollment space for others. students who do not attend all regu-
larly scheduled class meetings during the first week of the quarter
are subject to being dtopped at the discretion of the teaching de-
partments. Affected courses will be identified in the TIME
SCHEDULE and posted in departmental offices.

Students must not assume that departments ‘will
auwmaucally initiate-a drop for nonclass attendance. Students
. who register for courses they do not aitend are themselves
tesponsible for officially dropping the courses through the
Registtat’s Office. The consequence of not officially dropping
courses is a 0.0 grade.

Students. ‘should contact the ‘instructor ‘or. teaching

‘ ldepanment if they plan to be absent any day diring the fim week -

_of the quarter.

No person, other than a faculty member auendmg
informally with the approval of the instructor, may attend a
University course in which that person has not been officially
registered through the Registrar’s Office. An instructor may
-allow a student to attend his or her class only if the student'’s
name appears on the official class list from the Registrar's
Office.

3. REGISTRATION TAMPERING. A swudent who tam-
pers or attempts to tamper with the registration records of anoth-
" er student inclzding but not limited to dropping courses, with-
drawing courses, and adding courses may be subject to disciplin-
ary sanctions as defined in the Student Conduct Code (WAC 47B-
120).

4. FULL-TIME . STUDENT REQUIREMENT. To be
considered a full-time student, an undergraduate must register for
12 credits and a graduate student must register for 9 credits. How-
ever, it is important to note that differing criteria and. standards
for full-time enrollment exist for participatory eligibility, e.g.,
Veterans Administration, athletic eligibility, Bureau of Indian
Affairs, Vocational Rehabilitation, and various forms of
financial aid. Information on full-time requirements of the
Veterans' Administration and the Immigration and Naturalization
Service may be obtained at 460 Schmitz. Consult the Financial
Aid Office for its requirement on satisfactory student progress.

5. OVERLOAD GUIDELINES. For reasons of public
safety and instructional quality, course enroliment in each sec-
tion will be limited to the approved classroom capacity. The
Registrar's Office monitors course enrollments throughout the
quarter according to the following guidelines:

a. Through the fifth class day, students may add a section
without permission unless the class is full or requires permission;
then an entry code is required. The Registrar's Office will accept
course overloads up to 115% of classroom capacity when the
student presents an entry code from ecither the instructor or
authorized person in the department.

b. From the second through the fifth week, overload
authorization signatures will be accepted up to 105% of class-
room capacity.

c. Beginning the sixth week, no course registration will
be accepted without co-signatures by both the instructor and the

department chairperson. chmtauon will not be permitted if
enmllmemhas reached 100% of classroom capacity.

6. COMPLE’I‘E WITHDRAWAL FROM THE UNI-
VERSITY. (dropping all courses for the quarter). It is the stu-
dent’s responsibility to withdraw completely if he or she is un-
able to attend for the quarter. Students may call STAR no later
than March 27 and enter the withdrawal transaction, or write the
Withdrawal Office, 264 Schmitz Hall, Mailstop PD-10,
Umvemly of Wuhmgton, Seattle, Washington, 98195, or
withdraw in-person in 264 Schmitz Hall,

Tuition owed will be based upon the date the complete
withdrawal is transacted on STAR or received in the Withdrawal
Office. No withdrawals are accepted after the last day of i instruc-
tion for the quarter.

Courses dropped aspanofaeompletcwuhdrawalfmmlhe
University during the first two weeks of a quarter are not recorded
on the student’s UW transcript; however, the date of the complete
withdrawal is recorded.

Continuing students who withdraw during the first
week of two consecutive quarters (Summer Quarter excepted) will
not be cligible to register as continuing students for the third
quarter. Such students must reapply as former students retuming

“to the University. For example, a student who withdraws during

the first week of Spring Quarter and Autumn Quarter must reapply
as a returmning former student for Winter Quarter.

The forfeiture schedule for completely with-
drawing from the University Is as follows:
a. Students withdrawing before the sixth day of the

quarter do-not pay tuition. New and retumning students forfeit .

their $50 enrollment service fee.

b. Students withdrawing on the sixth day through the
thirtieth calendar day continue to owe one-half of their tuition.

¢ Students withdrawing after the thinieth calendar day
continue to owe full tition.

Students are required to tum in their student ID cards when

they withdraw from the University and are not eligible to con-
tinue using University services or facilities after their withdrawal.

7. UNDERGRADUATE SATISFACTORY
PROGRESS. Students admitted to the University to pursue
baccalaureate degrees are expected to make satisfactory progress
toward the attainment of that degree, and are expected to enter a
major and graduate after completion of a reasonable number of
credits. Refer to the GENERAL CATALOG for ‘additional
information.

8. STUDENT DIRECTORY INFORMATION. The Uni-
versity will routinely release student directory information, un-
less requested otherwise by the student. Directory information is
defined as student’s name, address, telephone number, date and
place of birth, major field of studies, weight and height of mem-
bers of athletic teams, dates of attendance, degrees and awards re-
ceived, and the most recent previous educational institution at-
tended by the swudent.

9. DISCLOSURE OF STUDENT RECORDS. As agen-
eral rule the University will not release a student's education
records to a third party without written conseat of the student.
‘The complete University policy on student education records and
the location of such records may be found in the Washington Ad-
ministrative Code under WAC 478-140. Manuals containing the
Code are available at Reference Stations on campus, and at the
Visitor's Information Center, 4014 Umvermy Way NE. The
pohcy covers such items as accessibility, review and expunging -
of inaccufate records, and costs 10 be charged for copies of student '
records.

10. FOLLOWING RULES AND REGULATIONS. Itis
the University's expectation that a student will follow University
rules and regulations as they are stated in the GENERAL
CATALOG. In instances where no appeal procedure is spelled out
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and the student believes that a special set of circumstances makes
appeal reasonable, he or she may appeal the application of spe-
cific rales or regulations to the office of the dean of the school or
college in which he or she is enrolled in the case of an academic
matter, or to the Office of Student Affairs in the case of a nonaca-
demic matter. These offices will either render a decision-on the
‘appeal or refer the student to the proper office for a decision.

DROP COURSE GRADES AND
RESTRICTIONS
UNDERGRADUATES Undergraduate students who drop

. courses receive no entry-on their academic record if the drop is
made dunng the first two weeks of the quarter, éxcept if all F
courses are dropped, then a university withdrawal date is
entered on the student’s record.

Drops made during the third and fourth weeks of the
quarter will be recorded with a "W." Refer to deadlines shown

-in the Student Action.Guide on the following page.

. After the fourth week, only a limited number of drops are
permitted as determined by the number of credits camed at the
University. While completing the first 44 credits at the
University, a stndem has three drops permitted after the fourth}

* week. Any of these'three draps not used at the time 45 credits

are eamed are forfeited. After 45 credits have been completed
‘at the Umvetsny. the studenteams one late drop for each 45
credits eamed. ’Ihese may beaccumulated and used as
necessary.

No drops, other than hardship withdrawals,

may be made after the last day of Instruction.
GRADUATE STUDENTS. Graduate studcnts who drop
courses after the first two weeks of the quarter receive a grade
of "W." No drops are permitted after the seventh
week of Instruction.

HARDSHIP WITHDRAWAL. Hardship withdrawals are
for dropping individual courses only. (See section on
Complete Withdrawal from the University for procedure to
follow for dropping all courses for the quarter)

Students may petition the Registrar for a hardship
withdrawal if: (1) the student is unable to complete the course
in question because of a severe mental or physical disability,
or (2) unusual or extenuating circumstances beyond the
student’s control prevented the student from dropping the
course by the drop deadline. See the General Catalog for
complete information.

SATISFACTORY/NOT SATISFACTORY

Students may elect to take certain courses on a Satisfac-
tory/Not Satisfactory (S/NS) basis. Advisers should be consulted,
and in no case are undergraduate students allowed to register for
more than one course or & credits on a Satisfactory/Not
Satisfactory basis in a given quarter.

Students may register for the course on STAR, but they must
go in person to Sections in 264 Schmitz Hall to elect the S/NS
grade option. STAR will not accommodate the S/NS grade option.

For undergraduates, a course in which an "S" is eamed may not
be used to satisfy any depanment, college, or University
requirement, except that the credits may be applied to the minimum
of 180 credits required for graduation. Each instructor will report
conventional grades to the Registrar, who will convert satisfactory
grades (2.0 or greater) to "S,” and unsatisfactory grades (less than
2,0) to "NS" for the student'’s transt ript. No more than 25 S/NS

credits will'apply to an undergraduate degree. SINS must be elected
during initial registration or added or dropped during the first five
days of the quarter.

Graduate students eaming grades of 2.7 or above receive a
grade of S (Satisfactory), while 2.6 or below are recorded as NS
(Not Satisfactory). With the approval of his or her graduate pro-
gram adviser. or Supervisory Committee Chaisperson, a graduate
student may elect to take any course for which he or she is eligible
outside of his or her major academic unit on an S/NS basis.

In cases of withdrawal, the W is recorded. Neither S nor NS is
included in the grade-point average. N, I, and X are recorded until
the instructor reports the final grade, or in cases of incompletes
received by undergraduates, until the I is convented by the Regis-

CREDIT/NO CREDIT COURSES .

Some courses are offered on a credit/no credit (CR/NC) basis.
1t is not. possible to register S/NS to take these courses, because
the only grades assigned by the instructor are CR (Credit) or NC
(No Credit). Neither CR nor NC is included in the grade-point
average. In cases of withdrawal a W is.recorded. N, I, and X are
recorded  until the instructor reports the final grade, or.in cases of
Incompletes received by undergraduates, until the I is converted by
the Registrar.

AUDITORS

STAR is not available for audit registration, which must be
completed in person at Sections, 264 Schmitz Hall. Registration
is available during any of the registration periods. Attendance in
courses as an auditor is by consent of the instructor involved and is
conditioned on the space available. Permission to audit is
oxdlnanly gramed for lecture classes only. An auditor may not
panmlpate in class discussion or laboratory work, and his or her
teglsmuon may be canceled at the discretion of the instructor. No
entry is made on the permanent record for courses audited. To
receive credit for an audited course, the student must register for the
class for credit in a subsequent quarter.

Auditors, except ACCESS program students, pay standard
tuition and fees and must be regularly admitted and registered in the
course. Although credits for audited courses will not be listed on
the schedule of classes, they will be included in the billing on the
fee statement. Such credits count in the calculation of fees.

INCOMPLETE GRADE

Incomplete grades may only be awarded if the student is doing
satisfactory work up until the last two weeks of the quarter. Under-
graduate students must not reregister for courses in which
they have recelved an Incomplete, since a grade eamed in a
repeat course will not be recorded as an incomplete conversion
grade. See the General Catalog on Incomplete conversion
deadlines.

Speclal Course and Laboratory Fees
The amounts charged for tuition and fees nommally cover
University charges for course registration. Some courses,
however, have extraordinary expenses associated with them
and in such cases the University may charge additional fees
in amounts approximating the added instructional or
laboratory costs.

TUITION FORFEITURES OR REFUNDS

Students will be billed for the number of credits, including
audit hours, on their programs at the beginning of the quarter.
Only partial tuition reductions will result for courses dropped
after the first. week of the quarter.

Students dropping courses after the first seven calendar days
of the quarter and through the thirtieth calendar day of the quarter
will be expected to pay one-half of the tuition associated with
that course.

Courses dropped after the thirtieth calendar day receive no

The effect of tuition forfeitures on the over-18-credit sur-
charge is s follows: forfeitures for courses dropped that exceeded
18 credits are charged the same as above. Also, if a student drops
a course after the thirtieth calendar day and adds another, total
credit charges will include credits that are added with no reduction
for credits dropped.

TUITION PAYMENT GUIDELINES

1. It is the student's responsibility to see that tuition is paid in
full by the tuition due date (third Friday of each quarter). Bills are
sent at the beginning of each quarter to facilitate payment.
However, fajlure to receive a tuition bill does not nullify the
student’s responsibility for payment by the due date.

2. You should indicate selection of your permanent or local ad-
dress on STAR for fee statement mailing. If you have not
received a fee statement by the end of the second week of the
quarter, contact the Student Accounts and Scholarships Office for
the amount of tition due.

3. You may pay your fees in person in the Stdent Accounts and
Scholarships Office or mail them to UW, Student Accounts and
Scholarships Office, 129 Schmitz, PE-10, Seatle, WA 98195,
before the tuition due date. Fees must be paid by Friday of the
third week of the quarter. Payments postmarked on or before the
due date are accepted without a late fee. Metered mail received
after the due date is subject to penalties as described in #4 below.

4. If you fail to pay by the deadline you may continue to pay
your tuition the week following the due date, plus a late fee as

5. If you reregister, you must reregister for all classes on your
schedule at the time of registration cancellation. (Fees will
include appropriate charges for classes dropped during the
forfeitare period.) No reregistration will be possible after the
last day of instruction. Please note: Even if your registration is
cancelled you will continue to owe one-half of your tuition.

6. Credit cards and credit card checks are not accepted.

7. Tuition and fees not paid by the end of the academic quarter
will be subject to an interest charge of 1% per month, or fraction
of a-month, (12% A.P.R.), beginning with the month following
the end of the quarter.
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APPLICATION OF PAYMENTS TO A

As a nule, payments received for a student’s account are ap-
plied to charges in order of their due dates.

If students are billed for student insurance and wish to add,
cancel, or change coverage, complete the appropriite section on
the remittance advice copy of the bllhng statement and pay the
revised amount, or they may pay in person at the Stedent Ac-
counts and Scholarships Office by the tuition-due date.

International students must subscribe to the student
insurance plan uniess they are covered by another plan. Proof of
other coverage must be submitted to the International Services
Office and a waiver obtained each Autumn Quarter (or upon initial
admission if other than Autumn Quancrg' becausg waivers are
valid only through Summer Quarter each year. Stidents holding
insurance policies that expire durmg the academic year are
responsible for obtaining new waivers, as necessary.
