Beginning Monday, April 13%, if you drop a course it will be considered your one “annual drop” for the academic year and you will not be permitted to
drop another course after the 14® calendar day of a quarter until autumn quarter 1998, which is considered the beginning of the academic year.

Registration Eligibility, and Periods

REGISTRATION ELIGIBILITY

ALL STUDENTS

All students at the University who remaln In good
standing and in compliance with other rules and regula-
tions, with no outstanding financial obfigations, are guar-
anteed the opportunily to register each quarter as long as
they maintain continuous enroflment (summer quarter
excepted). Continuation must be in the same dlassfica-
fion, e.g., undergraduate, post-baccalaureate (fifth-year),
graduate, etc. Once a student eams a baccalaureate
degree, he or she must apply for admission-as a post
baccalaureate (fith year), nonmatriculated, or graduate
student. Exceptions to the guarantee are: (1) students
under disciplinary action, (2) students with a registration
Hold, (3) students not meeting their departmental con-
tinvation policies, or (4) students not meeting the Univer-
sity’s satisfactory progress policy (see General Catalog).

You will not be eligible to register for spring quarter
1998 if you have an cutstanding balance on your fuition
and fee account. Contact the Student Account Oifice and
pay any fees due, in order to register.

UNDERGRADUATE AND PROFESSIONAL STUDENTS
(QUARTER OFF ELIGIBILITY)

Subject to college, school and departmental enrol-
ment policies, undergraduate and professional students
who have complsted a quarter at the University of Wash-
Ington may take the following quarter off and remain
eligible to register in Registration Period | for the subse-
quent quarter without submitting applications as retumning
students. For example, a student completing autumn
quarter may, without registering for or completing winter
quarter, register during Registration Period | for spring
quarter without reapplying. Any quarter from which a
student has completely withdrawn, or from which he/she is
canceled, does not constitute a completed quarter. Sum-
mer quarter enrollment is not required to maintain continu-

CREDIT LIMITATIONS

Undergraduates will be fimited to 19 credits during
Registration Perfods | and [i to allow all students a chance
to develop a basic schedule.

Y CODES

Entry codes are five digit random numbers issued to
you by academic departments as authorization to add or
drop in restrictsd course sections. Entry Codes are not
transferable and are course;specific.

Courses requiring add codes are designated with
the symbol > to the left of the schedule tine number (SLN)
in the Time Schedue. All|courses require add codes
beginning April 8.

Please note that departments.reserve the right to
require entry codes whether the course is so designated in
the Time Schedule or not. Departments give the location
for obtzining entry codes efther before the course [istings
or following the tile of the course. Contact the depart-
ment offering the course  STAR advises you an entry
code Is required and the location for obtaining one is not
identified in the Time Schedule. (Campus Operator — 543-
2100)

Instructors may issue add codes to students when a
class is full. (See OVERLOAD GUIDELINES for additional
information on using add codes to overoad closed
courses.)

Additional Registration Information

Once you have used an entry code, the computer
removes it from the fist of valid codes and will not accept it
again. If you drop a section that required an entry code to
add, then you must obtain ancther entry code from the
depariment if you wish to re-add the section.

Some cotrses require a drop cods to drop. Obtain
the code from the department offering the course. Per-
form the drop transaction on STAR and enter the drop
code when prompted by STAR.

ACULTY NUMBERS
If you are envolling In independent study courses

such as 489, 600, 700, or 800, you will first need to obtain
a Faculty Number from the instructor or department. The
Faculty Number is used Instead of the entry code to reg-
ister for the courses on STAR,

FULL-TIME STUDENT REQUIREMENT
You should register for 12 or more credits to be

considered full ime or 6-11 credits for half time f you are
an undergraduate or professional student. If you are a
graduate student, you should register for 10 or more
credits, The Graduate School requires 10 credits for full-
time status and 5-9 credits for half time status. [t is im-
portant to note that differing criteria and standards for full-
tme enrofiment exist for eligibiity in certain programs.
Consult the Financial Ald Office for its requirements on
satisfactory student progress. The tuition schedule does
not reflect fullime credit requirements for loan defer-
ments, teaching assistantships or other programs.
Audited credits are excluded when determining full-ime
student status.

OVERLOAD GUIDELINES

For reasons of public safey and Instructional quality,
course enroliment in.each section will be limited to the
approved classroom capaciy. The Office of the Registrar
monitors course enroliments throughout the quarter ac-
cording to the following guidelines:
a.  Through April 5, a student may add a section with-
out permission unless the class is full or requires pemmis-
sion; then an add code Is required. Beginning April 6,
add codes are required to add any course. STAR will
accept course overloads only up to 115% of classroom
capacity to compensate for expected course drops.
b.  Nocourse adds are accepted after April 19.

REGISTRATION ASSISTANCE

If you are having problems using STAR, call the
Registration Office at 543-8580 and a staff member will
assist you. If you work during the day or are incapacitated
and need assistance with non-STAR transactions, please
call the supervisor of the Registration Office at 543-8580
to make amangements for assistance.

REGISTRATION CONFIRMATIOIN
Registration Confirmations for students who registered by
March 6 will be mailed beginning March 9. If you register
after March 6, your Registration Confirmation will be
mailed in two working days. Use STAR Online or call 543-
3868 to record your comect address. Confirmations will
not be mailed outside the United States during Registra-
fion Period Il and Il and will not be mafled to addresses
outside of the state of Washington during the last week of
Period Il and during Period Iil. If you are using an out-of-
state address, you may claim your confirmation at the
Registration Office, 225 Schmitz Hall, within two working
days.

You may also confirm your registration schedule by
calling STAR and using the List Schedule Transaction (L
#) or by selecting STAR Online from the Student Guide on

the UW Home Page. These listings includes building and
classroom locations.

REGISTRATION HOLDS

if you have a Hold on your regstration, you will not
be permitted to register, add courses or obtain a replace-
ment U-Pass until the Hold has been released by the
initiating office. If you attempt to register on STAR before
your Hold has been released, the volce response will
indicate which office has placed the Hold and where to go
to get it released. However, you may make other transarf

“tions on STAR.

The University will accept but not process a Retum-
ing Student Re-enroliment Application for any student who
has either a financial or academic Hold on thelr transcript
or registration. Once the Hold has been cleared, the
application will be processed.

REGISTRATION IN SEQUENCE COURSES

. Departments may establish a registration priority for
students enrolled in sequence courses. For example,
students enrolled in a foreign language 101 course may
have priority to register in the next course sequence (102)
for the succeeding quarter.

REGISTRATION TAMPERING

A student who tampers or attempts to tamper with
the registration records of ancther student, including but
not fimited to dropping courses and adding courses, may
be subject to disciplinary sanctions as defined in the Stu-
dent Conduct Code (WAC 478-120).

TIME CONFLICT

You may not register on STAR for two-courses that
meet at the same time or for courses with overlapping
meeting imes. If you want the second course instead of
the one you are registered for, you must drop the first cne
before adding the second course on STAR.

If you want to add a course that confiicts with an-
other, you must add the second course, in person, at the
Registration Office, 225 Schmitz Hall. Students must
obtain the approval of both instructors to add a course that
confiicts one hour a week or less; instructor signatures on
an Authorization for Non-Star Transactions form are re-
quired for courses that conflict more than one hour a
week.

UNDERGRADUATE SATISFACTORY
PROGRESS

T lfyous you are pursuing a baccalaureate degree, you are
expected o make satisfactory progress toward the attain-
ment of that degree and are expected to enter a major and
graduate after completion of a reasonable number of
credits. Refer to the General Catalog for additional infor-
mation.

VARIABLE CREDITS

Some courses are offered for a variable number of
credits. See the department to obtain the appropriate
number of credits for a variable credit course and be
prepared to enter the number of credits when requested to
do so by the voice response on STAR. Changes in vari-
able credits are only made at the Registration Office, 225
Schmitz Hall. The deadline to make these changes is
Friday, June 5. A $20 change-of-registration fee will be
assessed beginning Apiil 6.




Grading, Withdrawal & On-leave Information

GRADING

AUDITORS

You must first register on STAR and then go in
person to the Registrafion Office, 225 Schmitz Hall to
select the audit grade option. You may select the audit
option through April 10. A $20 change fee is charged
beginning April 6. Attendance in courses as an auditor is
based on the consent of the instructor and space availabil-
ity. Permission to audit is ordinarily granted for lecture
classes only. You may not participate in class discussion
or laboratory work and your registration may be canceled
at the discretion of the instructor. Audited courses are not
recorded on your permanent record.

Auditors, except ACCESS program students, pay
standard tuition and fees and must be regularly admitted
and registered in the course. Although credits for audited
courses are not listed on your transcript, they will be
included in the biling on the fee statement. Audit credits
count in the calculation of fees.

Courses audited may not be changed to credit
registrations after April 10.

CREDIT/NO CREDIT COURSES

Some courses are offered on a creditno credit
(CRINC) basis. It is not possible to register SINS for
these courses. Neither CR nor NC is included in the
grade-point average. In cases of withdrawal, a "W" is
recorded.

GRADE APPEAL PROCEDURE
See the General Catalog for appeal procedure.

INCOMPLETE GRADE

Incomplete grades may only be awarded if you are
doing satisfactory work up until the last fwo weeks of the
quarter. Undergraduate students must not reregister for
courses fn which they have received an Incomplete, since
a grade eamed in a repeat course will not be recorded as
the Incomplete conversion grade. To obtain credit for the

course, an undergraduate student must convert an Incom--

plste Into a passing grade no later than the last day of the
next quarter. An Incomplete not made up by the end of
the next quarter (summer excluded) will be converted to
the grade of 0.0 by the Registrar unless the instructor has
indicated, when assigning the Incomplete grade, that a
grade other than 0.0 should be recorded if the incomplete
work is not completed. An instructor may request an
extension of the incomplete removal deadline for up fo
three additional quarters. The original Incomplete grade is
not removed from the transcript

SATISFACTORY/NOT SATISFACTORY

You may elect to take certain courses on a Satis-
factory/Mot Satisfactory (S/NS) basis. Your advisers
should be consulted and in no case are undergraduate
students aflowed to register for more than six credits (or for
one course, {f that course Is offered for more than six
credits) on a Satisfactory/Not Satisfactory basis in a given
quarter.

Register for the course on STAR, but then you must
go in person to the Registration Office, 225 Schmitz, to
elect the S/NS grading option. You cannot select the
SINS grade option on STAR. The S/NS grade option can
be elected through April 19. A $20 fee is charged begin-
ning April 6.

As an undergraduate, a course in which an "S" Is
eamed may not be used to satisfy any department, col-
lege, or University requirement, except that the credits
may be applied to the minimum of 180 credits required for

graduation, Each instructor will report numerical grades to
the Registrar, who wlll convert satisfactory grades (2.0 or
greater) to *S*, and unsatisfactory grades (less than 2.0) to
NS for the student's transcript. No more than 25 SINS
credits may apply toward an undergraduate degree.

If you are a graduats student and eam grades of 2.7
or above you will recelve a grade of "S* (Satisfactory),
while 2.6 or below are recorded as NS (Not Satisfactory).
With the approval of your graduate program adviser or the
Supervisory Committee Chairperson, you may elect to
take any course for which you are efigible outside of your
major academic unit on an S/NS basis.

In cases of withdrawal, the "W is recorded. Neither

S nor NS s included In the grade-point average.

Undergraduates In Arts and Sciences must have
sophomore status to elect SINS option.

DROPPING COURSES

You may drop courses on STAR without restriction
through April 12. No record of the dropped course(s) will
be recorded on your transcript. A $20 change fee and
tuition forfelture will be charged after April 5.

You may drop one course each academic year
(defined as September through August) after the 14%
calendar day of the quarter but no later than the 7% week
of the quarter. The course will be recorded on your tran-
script followed by a “W" and the week designator. For
example, if you drop a course in week 5 the notation will
be W5. -
You may also petiton for a Hardship Withdrawal
following the 14 calendar day if appropriate. See the
following section on Hardship Withdrawals for information.

WITHDRAWAL

WITHDRAWAL FOR THE QUARTER

{Dropping all courses.) It is your responsibility to
withdraw If you are unable to aftend for the quarter. You
may withdraw from the quarter through the last day of
Instruction, which is June 5 for spring quarter 1988. If you
drop your last class on STAR after April 5 you will be
charged the $20 fee. You may also write to or withdraw in
person at the Registration Office, 225 Schmitz Hall, Uni-
versity of Washington, Box 355850, Seattle, Washington,
88195-5850. Withdrawals by mall are effective on the
date of the postmark. No withdrawals are accepted after
June5.

Tuttion owed will be based upon the date the com-
plete withdrawal Is recorded at the Registration Office, the
date that the last class Is drepped on STAR, or the post-
mark date for withdrawals received by mail (see Tuition
Forfeiture, Page 11). If you withdraw prior to April 6 you
will owe a $75 U-PASS fee unless you retum your U-
PASS to the Student Accounts and Cashiers Office by the
tuition due date (April 17). If you pay the $75 fee and then
lose your U-PASS you are not eligible to purchase a
replacement U-PASS sticker.

Review the Registration Eligibility section of the
Time Schedule if you are withdrawing before the first day
of the quarter. New students must reapply through the
Admissions Office.

Courses dropped as part of a complete withdrawal
from the University during the first two weeks of a quarter

(through April 12) are not recorded on your UW transcript;
however, the date of the complete withdrawal is recorded.

If you withdraw during the first week of two con-
secutive quarters (summer quarter excepted) you will not
be eligible to register as a continuing student for the third
quarter. You must reapply as a former student retuming to
the University and will be required to pay the $35 applica-
tion fee and $100 enroltment deposit. For example, if you
withdraw during the first week of spring quarter and
autumn quarter, you must reapply as a retuming former
student for winter quarter.

HARDSHIP WITHDRAWAL

You may submit a written petition to the Office of the
Registrar for a hardship withdrawal after the 14® calendar
day of the quarter. Pefitions are granted I, in the judg-
ment of the Regisirar, you were unable to complete the
course due to physical and/or mental debifitation or other
unusual or extenualing circumstances, beyond your con-
fro), which have arisen after the 14™ calendar day of the
quarter. Pefiions must be submitted prompfly after the
occumrence of the event and be accompanied by docu-
mentation. Approved hardship withdrawals will be en-
tered on the transcript with a grade of HW. The $20
changs of registration fee will be assessed.

If you withdraw from the quarter based on reasons
of hardship after the last day of instruction, the same
petition process must be followed. If the withdrawal is
approved, the courses will show a notation of W and the |
transcript will show withdrawn.

A hardship will not be granted for courses taken
prior to the awarding of a degree.

WITHDRAWAL FOR MILITARY SERVICE

If you are conscripted info the Amed Forces or
called to active military duty you may withdraw through the
end of the seventh week of instruction (May 17) and
receive a full refund but no academic credit. If you with-
draw after that date you may receive elther a full refund or
(academic) credit and no refund. Please consult with the
Office of the Registrar for complete detalls. ‘

GRADUATE STUDENTS ON-LEAVE

To go on-leave, have your Department Graduate
Program Coordinator sign a Pefition for On-eave Status
Card, then take it to the Registration Office through April 3.
The Registration Office staff will issue you an On-eave
Graduate Student Card upon payment of a $35 non-
refundable fee. This card will give you access to the
fibraries. If you have registered for spring quarter 1598
and plan to go on-leave, you must officially withdraw prior
to March 30, before the on-eave status will be granted.

QUARTER OFF ELIGIBILITY POLICY

If you are an undergraduate or professional student
(dental, law, pharmacy, or medical) who has completed
the preceding quarter here at the University of Washing-
ton, you may take a quarter off under the Quarter Off
Eligibility  Policy. Review the REGISTRATION
ELIGIBILITY section for complete detalls.




TUITION-EXEMPTION
PROGRAM |

Efigible University | of Washington and State of
Washington employees ahd members of the Washington
Stats National Guard may enroll for and receive a tuition
exemption for up to six credits each quarter provided they
enroll on a space-available basis. You may not enrol for
more than six credits o the exemption will be canceled.
All participants in the tufion-exemption program will be
assessed a quarterly $30 registration fes and must pay
other applicable fees incliiding the Technology Fee.

IMMUNIZATION

All new and retuming former students, and all stu-
dents [iving in University of Washington residence halls or
single-student apartments, are required elther to provide
proof of measles (rubeola) immunity or request that the
requirement be waived for religlous, personal or medical
reasons. You will not be allowed to register for any
classes until the Hall Health Primary Care Center ( the
student health center on campus) confirms that you have
satisfied this requirement.

You must complete the student health centers
Measles Immuniy Verification Form and provide elther
certifications by your health-care provider or coples of
original tmmunization records as proof of: 1) two live virus
measles (rubeola) vaccinations, both given after 1967 with
at least one was given after 1980; or 2) positive measles
(rubeota) titer (blood test for antibodies against measles);
or 3) a history from a health-care provider of measles
(rubeola) disease. Students bom before 1957 are consid-
ered immune to measles.

While continuing students are not required to provide
the Hall Health Primary Care Center with proof of measles
Immuntty, they are encouraged to do so. In the event of an
outbreak on the campus, all students lacking acceptable
documentafion of measles immunity, indluding students with
waivers, will be barred from classes, fiving groups and other
campus aciivities unfil health officials determine that there Is
no risk of them transmitting the disease to others. Measles
Immunity Verification Forms are avafiable at the Hall Health
Primary Care Center and the Registrafion Office at 225
Schmitz Hall. For more tnformation, students should contact
the Hall Heaith Primary Care Center at (206) 616-4672 and
leave volce-mail messages to which members of the nursing
staff will respond.

RELEASE OF STUDENT DIRECTORY INFORMATION

The Family Educaticnal Rights and Privacy Act
(FERPA) of 1974 protects the privacy of your education
records.

If you do not wish to authorize directory release and
do not want your directory information to appear in the
published or electronic Student Directory, you may restrict
the release of this Information using STAR Online which
can be found in the Student Gulde on the UW Home Page
(http:/www.washington.edu) or by calling the address
change service at 543-3868. No information wiil be re-
leased on students or to students, who have restricted
release of directory Information Including degrees
awarded, dates of aftendance, and notices of awards or

to change your authorization and allow release, you must
go to the Registration Office, 225 Schmitz and present
photo identification or make the change on STAR Online,

Under the provisions of the Family Educational
Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA), you have the right to:
1. Inspect and review information contained in your
education records within 45 days of the day the University
recelves a request for access. You should submit to the
registrar, dean, chair of the academic department, or other
appropriate official, written requests that identify the rec-
ord(s) you wish to inspect. The University official will make
amangements for access and notify you of the time and
place where the records may be inspected. If the reconds
are not maintained by the University official to whom the
request was submitted, that official shall advise you of the
comect official to whom the request should be addressed.
2. Request the amendment of your educatien rec-
ords that you belleve are inaccurate or misleading. You
should write the University official responsible for the
record, clearly identify the part of the record you want
changed, and specify why itis inaccurate or misleading. If
the University decides not to amend the record as re-
quested, the University will notify you of the decision and
advise you of your right to a hearing.
3. Consent {0 disclosures of personally identifiable
information contained in your education records, except to
the extent that FERPA authorizes disclosure without
consent. One exception which pemmits disclosure without
consent Is disclosure to school officials with legitimate
educational Interests. A school official is a person em-
ployed by the Universily in an administrative, supervisory,
and academic or research, or support staff position
(including law enforcement unit personnel and health
stafl); a person or company with whom the University has
contracted (such as an aftomey, auditor, or collection
agent); a person serving on the Board of Trustees; or a
student serving on an official committes, such as a disc-
plinary or grievance committes, or assisting another
school official in performing his or her tasks, A school
official has a legitimate educational Interest if the official
needs to review an education record in order to fulfill his or
her professional responsibility.
4.  File a complaint with the Department of Education
conceming alleged fallures by the University of Washing-
ton to comply with the requirements of FERPA. Wiilten
complaints shoukl be directed to Family Policy Compt-
ance Office, U.S. Department of Education, 400 Maryland
Avenue SW, Washington D.C. 20202-4605.

«  Final Examinations should be administered in accordance with the above examination schedule. The dean may permit an instructor to change the time of a fi-
nal examination upon prior application demonstrating good cause for such change. In such cases, the following guidelines shall be observed:

1. With the dean’s permission the final examination
may be postponed or moved to an earfier ime within the
examination period if agreed to by all students and the
Instructor. Before approving the reschedufing of a final
examination, the dean shall obtain assurances that the
change will not have an undue adverse impact on the
students. The dean shall notify the Registrar of the ap-
proval granted for the date of a final examination.

2. Aninstructor shall not schedule a final class exami-
nation before the beginning of finals week. An instructor
shall rot, except in very unusual circumstances, grant
permission to individual students for an eary examination.
If the student is unable to take an examination on the
scheduled date, the procedure outlined in the following
paragraph should be followed.

3. A student absent from any examination through
sickness or other cause, judged by the instructor to be
unavoldable, shall be given an opportunity to take a re-
scheduled examination or perform work judged by the
instructor to be the equivalent.

If the instructor determines that neither altemative is
feasible during the cument quarter, the instructor may
exempt the student from the requirement. Examples of
unavoidable cause include death or serious fliness in the

immediate family, finess of the student, and, provided
previous nofification is given, observance of regulary
scheduled religlous obligations, and might possibly inciude
altendance at academic conferences or field trips, or
participation in universily-sponsored activities such as
debating contests or athletic competition.

4. Multiple section courses, courses with two or more
lecture and/or lab sections in a given quarter, may sched-
ule a commeon final with approval from the dean and the
registrar. Common finals will usually be held the Saturday
before or during finals, or on occasion in the evening.
Commen finals dates and times are normally indi-
cated in the comment section of the Time Schedule, under
Individual course fistings. They will be announced at the
beginning of the quarter in each course-section, and
included In the course syllabus. The times for common
finals differ from the times shown in the above examination
schedule. A make-up examination time is to be amanged
for any student who cannot be present for the common
final."
5. Classes that begin on the haif-hour and last longer
than one hour use the actual starting time to determine the
examination time. For example, a class that begins at
8:30 a.m. and continues unl 10:00 a.m. or 10:20 a.m.

would use the 8:30 a.m. time to determine the examination
period.

6.  Classes that begin on the hour use the first following
haif-hour to determine the time of examination. For ex-
ample, a class that begins at 10:00 a.m. uses the 10:30
a.m. examination time.

7.  Day-time classes (7:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.) in which
the entire class meets at the same hour every day, in the
same room, may extend their final examination period to
three hours. All other examinations are limited to one hour
and fifty minutes unless other amangements are made
with Room Assignments.

8.  Ifan examination is held during finals week at a time
other than the above schedule indicates, instructors must
check with Room Assignments to make sure the room is
available.
