As an undergraduate, a course in which an "S" is
camed may not be used to satisfy any department,
college, or University requirement, except that the
credits may be applied to the minimum of 180 credits
required for graduation. Each instructor will report
numerical grades to the Regisirar, who will convert
satisfactory grades (2.0 or greater) to "S", and unsatis-
factory grades (less than 2.0) to NS for the student’s
transcript.  No more than 25 S/NS credits may apply
toward an undergraduate degree.

If you are a graduate student and cam grades of
2.7 or above you will receive a grade of "S"
(Satisfactory), while 2.6 or below are recorded as NS
(Not Satisfactory). With the approval of your graduate
program adviser or the Supervisory Committee Chair-
person, you may elect to take any course for which you
are eligible outside of your major academic unit on an
S/NS basis.

In cases of withdrawal, the "W" is recorded.
Neither S nor NS is included in the grade-point aver-
age.

If you are an undergraduate and drop a course
during the first two weeks of a quarter, there is no catry
on your permanent acedemic transcript.

Dean’s office approval is not required for Saturday only courses,
Final Examinations should be administered in accordance with the above examination schedule. The dean may permit an instructor to change the time of a final exami-.
nation upon prior application demonstrating good cause for such change. In such cases, the following guidelines shall be observed:

1.  Withthe dean’s permission the final examination
may be postponed or moved to an earlier time within
the examination period if agreed to by all students and
the instructor. Before approving the rescheduling of a
final examination, the dean shall obtain assurances that
the change will not have an undue adverse impact on
the students. The dean shall notify the Registrar of the
approval granted for the date of a final examination.

2. An instructor shall not schedule a final class
examination before the beginning of finals week. An
instructor shall not, except in very unusual circum-
stances, grant permission to individual students for an
carly examination. If the student is unable to take an
examination on the scheduled date, the procedure
outlined in the following paragraph should be fol-
lowed.

3. A student absent from any examination through
sickness or other cause, judged by the instructor to be
unavoidzble, shall be given an cpportunity to take a
rescheduled examination or perform work judged by
the instructor to be the equivalent.

If the instructor determines that neither altemna-
tive is feasible during the current quarter, the instructor
may exempt the student from the requirement. Exam-
ples of unavoidable cause include death or serious
illness in the immediate family, illness of the student,
and, provided previous notification is given, obser-
vance of regularly scheduled religious obligations, and
might possibly include attendance at academic confer-
ences or field trips, or participation in university-
sponsored activities such as debating contests or ath-
letic competition.

Students are responsible for taking any number
of examinations for which they are scheduled on a
given day.

4. Classes that begin on the half-hour and last
longer than one hour use the actual starting time to
determine the examination time. For example, a class
that begins at 7:30 a.m. and continues until 9:00 a.m.
would use the 7:30 a.m. time.

5. Classes that begin on the hour use the first fol-
lowing half-hour to determine the time of examination.
For example, a class that begins at 10:00 a.m. uses the
10:30 a.m. examination time.

6. Day-time classes (7:30 am. to 3:30 pm.) in
which the entire class meets at the same hour every
day, in the same room, may extend their final exami-
nation period to three hours. All other examinations
are limited to one hour and fifty minutes unless other
arrangements are made with Room Assignments.

COMPUTERS

BY CLAY KNOWLES

Computers are like cars. Everybody’s got different needs.

Some people want speed, some size. Some want all the
bells and whistles, others just need something to get them
from point A to point B.

With this in mind, the best thing to do when considering
the purchase of a computer system, is figure out the
foilowing: 1) What do | want a computer for in the first
place? Do | want it for word processing, games, Computer
Aided Design (CAD), Spreadsheets, Databases, etc.? And
2) once you know what you want to do with it, what
software do you want to do it with? By establishing these
two criteria, you'll be able to determine, much more easily,
what computer to buy because the software you choose
will have basic requirements of your system. Larger, more
complicated programs like CAD and some Windows
programs will require more memory and larger hard dlSk
space.

Once you know what your needs are and what software
you want, you should give serious consideration to the
following hardware options and how they can effect your
system:

RAM (Random Access Memory): Without getting too
technical, this is basic working memory of your system.

Again, the software you use will effect how much RAM
you need. If you're planning to use Windows software
you should have at least 4MB [megabytes). If you have
8MB or 16MB your machine can work more effidently,
especially if you are running multiple operations
simuitaneously. In general, more is better. 4MB should be
fine for basic Word-processing or Spreadsheets in
Windows.

Hard Disk/Drive: This is the drive that keeps all of your
favorite programs loaded and ready to go on your system.
The bigger the Hard Drive the more programs you can
keep at your finger tips. The more sophisticated programs
being developed today are bigger and can take up a lot of
space. Just a few Windows programs and a couple of
games can eat up 100MB of space. If you're going to run
Windows and plan on keeping up with new releases, a
300 MB or bigger Hard Drive is a good place;to start.

The CPU and Clock Speed: The CPU is the Central
Processing Unit and the Clock Speed is the speed at which
itruns. You may have heard of a 386 or a 486 machine.
This is in reference to the CPU. The software you choose
to run on your machine will have requirements as to which
type of CPU to use and possibly the dock speed at which
it runs. In general, the faster the CPU and the Clock Speed
the more efficient your computer will be at running your
software. A 486 machine is a good place to start for
running Windows software.

So when you're ready to buy, remember, computers are
like cars. Take your time. Shop around. Talk to friends who
already own one. Read the computer magazines. And
most importantly, take ‘em for a test drive.

Make sure you understand the terms, your rights and your

" obligations. Remember: The terms of a lease can often be

negotiated and the best time to negotiate is before signing. Many
leases contain outdated, unfair and even illegal clauses.

Give a target completion date for each repair. If the landlord
fails to make the repairs specified in the lease he is in breach of
the lease.

Inspect the premises again after moving in

Make a list documenting the condition of the apartment,
including pre-existing damages that do not necessarily require
fixing but that need to be brought to the attention of your
landlord so that you will not be held responsible for them at the -
end of your lease.
